ANNOUNCEMENT
of the Vice Rector for Student Affairs of Lodz University of Technology
of 10 July 2023
on detailed rules for calculating exemptions from fees and their payment
Pursuant to §10(6) of Resolution No. 26/2022 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of 25 May 2022 Rules for charging fees for educational services and other services provided by Lodz University of Technology from Polish citizens and non-Polish citizens listed in Article 324(2) of the Act of 20 July 2018 – Law on Higher Education and Science, pursuing education in first- and second-cycle studies and postgraduate studies and other forms of education, as well as establishing the conditions and procedure for exemption from these fees, I order as follows:
§1

1. The rules for paying fees by students for educational services and other services, as well as the procedure and conditions for waiving fees related to studies at Lodz University of Technology are set out in Resolution No. 26/2022 of the Senate of Lodz University of Technology of 25 May 2022 in a given academic year, as well as the forms and deadlines for their payment are determined annually in the form of an Announcement of the Vice Rector for Student Affairs of TUL.
2. 
This Announcement sets out detailed rules for calculating exemptions from fees and their payment for:
1)
educating students in part-time studies;
2)
repeating certain classes in full-time studies due to unsatisfactory academic performance;

3)
repeating certain classes in part-time studies due to unsatisfactory academic performance;
4)
studying in a foreign language;
5)
completion of courses not included in the study programme;
6)
validation of learning outcomes.
§2

1. A student who is a ward of an orphanage and is in an exceptionally difficult financial situation may apply for the total fee exemption referred to in §1 (2) in a given semester. The condition for establishing a total fee exemption for such a student is to be in the group of people whose net income per person in the family does not exceed 40% of the income threshold per person in the family entitling TUL students to receive a maintenance grant.
2. The full fee exemption referred to in §1(2) for a given study period may also be requested by students who are temporarily prevented from paying fees as a result of sudden fortuitous events, e.g. acts of war or natural disasters.
3. A student requesting a full fee waiver is required to submit a written request for a full fee waiver to the Vice Dean for Student Affairs before the applicable fee payment deadline or within 7 days of the occurrence of the circumstance giving rise to the fee change (according to the specimen in Appendix 2) together with the necessary documents. In case of doubt, the Vice Dean has the right to request additional documentation or opinions from the student.
§3

1. The partial fee exemption referred to in §1(2) may be requested in a given study period by students who:
1)
are in an exceptionally difficult material situation; the material situation should be considered on the basis of the criteria for granting a maintenance grant;
2)
achieve outstanding results in science or sports and are in the group of students receiving an increase in the Rector's scholarship in a given academic year, as specified in the Benefits Regulations for Students of Lodz University of Technology;
3)
participate in an international scholarship exchange – the fee exemption applies only to the period of stay abroad.
2.
Apart from the cases specified in para. 1(1,2,3), partial fee exemption referred to in §1(2) may be requested in a given period of studies by students who temporarily lost the ability to pay fees as a result of sudden random events, e.g. acts of war or natural disasters.
§4

1. When deciding on a partial fee exemption referred to in §1 (2) in a given semester due to an exceptionally difficult material situation, the criteria for awarding a maintenance grant specified in the current Benefits Regulations for Students of TUL shall apply.
1) the condition for partial fee exemption is that the student must be in the group of people whose net income per person in the family does not exceed 80% of the income threshold entitling TUL students to receive a maintenance grant determined in a given academic year at the university;
2) the fee may be reduced to a maximum of 20% of the applicable amount. This is the case for incomes below 40% of the income threshold for receiving a maintenance grant set in a given academic year at the university;
3) the extent of exemption from the applicable fee depends on the net income per person in the student's family and is specified in the formula in Appendix 1;
2. The Vice Dean for Student Affairs may decide to grant a partial fee waiver on the basis of his or her own assessment of the student's financial situation, after consulting the Team for Reviewing Student Financial Aid Applications and the relevant Student Government Council. In the case of a student pursuing studies at IFE, the Dean additionally consults with the Director of the International Cooperation Centre.
3. A student who applies for a partial fee exemption referred to in §1 (2) in a given semester due to an exceptionally difficult financial situation shall submit to the Vice Dean for Student Affairs a written application according to the specimen in Appendix 2 before the expiry of the applicable fee payment deadline or within 7 days of the occurrence of the circumstance constituting grounds for fee changes.
§5

1. When deciding on the partial fee waiver referred to in §1(2) in a given semester in connection with achieving outstanding results in studies or sports, the criterion for awarding an increase of the Rector's scholarship in the semester as specified in the Benefits Regulations for Students of Lodz University of Technology shall apply.
2. A student applying for a partial fee exemption referred to in §1(2) in a given semester due to achieving outstanding results in studies or sports submits to the Vice Dean for Student Affairs, before the expiry of the applicable fee payment deadline or within 7 days of the occurrence of the circumstance constituting the basis for fee change, a written application according to the specimen in Appendix 2, and additionally a decision on the Rector's scholarship increase.
§6

1. When deciding on a partial fee exemption referred to in §1(2) in a given semester in connection with participation in an international scholarship exchange, the criterion of studying abroad in the period when the fee is payable applies.
2.  A partial fee waiver may apply only to the period of stay abroad.
3. A student applying for partial fee exemption referred to in §1(2) in a given semester in connection with participation in an international exchange programme submits to the relevant Vice Dean for Student Affairs, before the expiry of the binding time limit for payment of the fee or within seven days of the occurrence of the circumstance constituting the basis for fee change, a written application in accordance with the specimen in Appendix 2, together with a copy of the consent of the relevant university authorities to mobility to a foreign university.
§7
1. Decisions to reduce the fees referred to in §1(2) in whole or in part shall be made at the request of the student by the Vice Dean for Student Affairs. The Dean has the right to request additional documentation from the student and to obtain additional opinions.
2. A student has the right to appeal a decision of the Vice Dean to the Rector of Lodz University of Technology. The appeal should be submitted through the relevant Vice Dean within 14 days of receiving the decision.

Appendix 1

to the Announcement of the Vice Rector for Student Affairs TUL of 10 July 2023

on the detailed rules for calculating exemptions from fees and their payment
Calculation of the reduced fee for students/ for educational services provided by TUL
The percentage reduction of the applicable fee -Y- is determined, based on the amount of income expressed as a percentage of the income applicable at the university entitling students to receive a maintenance grant determined in a given academic year at the university - X, according to the formula:


Y%=  120%- X%                                 (A)

This formula applies to a range between 40% and 80% of the value of X.
For the value of the X less than or equal to 40%, the reduction is maximum and amounts to 80%.

For the value of the X greater than 80%, the fee is not reduced.
